SHORT TERM TRAINING PROGRAM 
The STTP is a UCLA medical student research program that occurs during the summer between the freshman and sophomore years in medical school. Student research projects in the STTP may focus on basic, translational, clinical or health services research. All UCLA and UCR students are invited to participate. To qualify, the student must have successfully completed the first year of medical school.
To participate in the STTP, the student must identify a participating UCLA professor and obtain their agreement to serve as his/her STTP mentor. The UCLA Research Expertise database may be found at: www.research.ucla.edu/faculty/. There you may enter a topic in the Search UCLA Research Expertise/Interests field. If you are unable to identify a potential mentor in your area of interest from this list, please contact Dr. Leonard Rome, Sr. Associate Dean for Research, phone ext. 58680 or Dr. Linda Baum, lbaum@mednet.ucla.edu.  
To apply, complete the accompanying form. The most critical part of the application is the description of the proposed research, including the Specific Aims, Experimental Plan and Method of Analysis of the proposed research. This description should be written by the student, with input from the mentor. The UCLA faculty mentor will complete the mentor portion of the form, specifying who will immediately supervise the student and by whom and how frequently the student’s progress will be monitored. Once a proposal has been approved for the STTP, the student must work on that specific proposal and with the mentor specified in the application for the entire 8 week project. 
Only mentors holding UCLA faculty appointments may be considered. The Dean's office will provide stipend support for ONLY one student per eligible mentor. 
The student is expected to actively engage in all aspects of the proposed research project, including lab meetings, journal clubs, conferences, etc. The final product of the summer research is a first-author poster, prepared by the student and presented at the Josiah Brown Research Fair on Thursday, July 29, 2010 – participation in this event is required. Students will submit a final abstract describing and summarizing their research at the end of the summer, prior to the Research Fair, and these abstracts will be posted on the STTP website. 
Students whose projects are approved for the STTP will be given a stipend of $3384 for the full eight week experience.
Funding for some stipends may come from specific sources (e.g. American Heart Association). Students will be notified of acceptance into the STTP at the earliest possible date subject to verification of funding sources. 
Note: The STTP is a full-time commitment for participating medical students for an 8 week period.
